The District will recognize the outstanding achievement of its graduating seniors in the 
following manner: 

VALEDICTORIAN/ SALUTATORIAN/ HONOR GRADUATE RECOGNITION: Adrian High 
School will recognize our Valedictorian(s) as the graduate(s) with the highest grade point 
average in the senior class. The Salutatorian(s) will be defined as the graduate(s) with 
the second-highest grade point average.  Academically qualified students will be 
recognized with the following three honor designations; Summa Cum Laude (4.0+ GPA), 
Magna Cum Laude (3.8 – 3.99 GPA), and Cum Laude (3.5 – 3.79 GPA. Subject to change 
per Board Policy.  

GRADING SCALE FOR DETERMINING CUMULATIVE GPA: 

1) All IB class grades will be computed on a 5 point scale,  

2) All AP class grades will be computed on a 5 point scale,  

3) All other online class grades will be computed on a 4 point scale and all Credit 
Recovery Classes will be graded on a Pass/Fail basis. 

4) All Dual Enrollment classes will be computed on a 5 point scale. 
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
